CKPTSA Council Report – PTA & The Law:

October 25th Paul and Andrea will be attending the PTA and The Law registration is $40 per PTA School Council.  Andrea stated during the Legislative Assembly there were several new initiatives two of which WA PTSA will be voting against Legislative initiative 1185 and 1240.  Washington State PTA wants voters to reject Initiative 1185, which would require a two-thirds legislative majority or voter approval to raise taxes, and would require that a legislative majority approve new or increased fees. Reject Initiative I-1185 and instead support efficient and effective approaches to budgeting for education and children’s services. Washington State PTA will oppose I-1240, the initiative that would authorize charter public schools in Washington.
