Introductions- Announcements- Welcomed Cindy to meeting
Principal’s Report  – Rebecca Johnson reported that we have 851 students enrolled. Progress reports are now due from teachers and will be mailed out to all sophomores and for juniors and seniors that are receiving D’s & F’s. Three hour PSAT Testing scheduled for 10th and 11th graders on the 16th cost $15 for those that cannot afford; Rebecca indicated that could be covered.  During this testing there will be a motivational speaker from 8-11am Chris Larson.   Career & College Fare approximately 95 people attended.  
ASVAB testing is coming up on November 5th.  Homecoming Game October 25th, Coronation decoration gathering will be held on Sunday the 20th.  Coronation assembly Monday 21st & Homecoming Spirit Week.   Received the scores from Oly students for the state standardized High School Proficiency Exam (HSPE) and End-of-Course Assessment (EOC) scores.  Will focus on those not meeting the requirement score.

6. Membership – Cindy Kleinfelter has volunteered to be our Membership Chair this year.  
New Business:

1. Membership Campaign – Cindy will check with post office regarding mailing for reminder for PTSA membership sign ups.  Cindy will research promoting membership year round. 
2. Barnes & Noble Bookfair – Julie will reach out to Ruthanne to see if February 22nd 2014. Will use the same venue of entertainment as last year.  Jazz Choir will perform.  Will check with Paul Williams regarding instrumental bands and possible solos.   
3. Department Recognition – PTSA will recognize 11 departments throughout the school year.  Approx spend is $30 per month. First recognition will be the science department on October 23rd in conjunction to Mole Day.  
Committee Chairs

1. Reflections – Posters have been approved from Bill Macaras to post around school advertising  Reflections program.  There will be a sign up on the bulletin board. Staff has access to entry forms.   All projects are due by Wednesday November 6th.  Projects due to Council by November 24th.   Art Teacher Mr. Castle is on board with helping this year.   Andrea has already registered Olympic for National Reflections .    Also requesting all written projects be typed not hand written.  
2. Concessions – Carrie is in charge of concessions for football New President of Boosters.   They are doing the majority of the concessions.    Rally in the Alley is the party theme of homecoming.  Paul Williams has asked all band and cheerleaders to play and participate for longer duration during homecoming game.  Booster club will buy the remainder of PTSA concessions stock when they take over.  Our last concession is October 28th.   
3. Council Report – Kelly reported attending the Regional Council meeting.  Their Treasurer report is $6,899 with CD totaling $18,035.   Reminder of PTA in the Law October 24th from 5-9 at Oly.    Region 1 Council has organized an outreach and are sponsoring the local food bank for the homeless.  Monica Scotti is requesting all school participation. Donating various items such as blankets, lanterns to food.  She is encouraging everyone to help the community.  
a). Destination Imagination – Program is a non-profit, volunteer-led, cause-driven organization. Challenge-based, as they teach the creative process from imagination to innovation. Their goal is to help student teams learn to be creative in every aspect of their lives.   High Schools have teams across the country to join DI.  Washington Imagination Network (W.I.N.) is the Washington Affiliate of Destination Imagination. WIN runs five regional tournaments, a state (affiliate) tournament, team manager and appraiser training.
WIN is a non-profit organization that relies on volunteers to run the regional and affiliate tournaments.  Olympic Region tournament is the end of February early March held at Klahowya.  There will be fundraising events for teams.  There is a registration fee for sign ups.   
b).  Discussed Levy-  Not a new tax Levy but a tax replacement of a tax previously approved by voters. The School Support Levy will replace the current four-year levy, which expires in 2014. How long will it last? How much will it be?  Levy renewal will be in place for two years. It will generate $20.8 million in revenue each year to support our students, staff and programs.
Election February 11, 2014  Levies are a way for local communities to supplement state funding, which falls short.
