5:30 pm   Welcome, Introductions, Announcements- Introduced each Board and Executive Board members to PTSA Committee members in attendance.  
5:35 pm Principal’s Report- Rebecca Johnson –  Course Catalog 2014-2015 has been rewritten to include registration rules for enrolling 9th graders.  There will be an elective fair during tutorial where they will be able visit 3 different teachers/courses they might be interested for next year.  Scheduled February 24th and 25th parent night for incoming 9th and 10th graders on February 24th (current 8th graders) February 25th  (current 9th graders) at 6:15 in the gym.   Parents will learn more about registration, will feature academic programs and activities students can choose from.  Students and parents can tour the school and learn more about what each department has to offer in the cafeteria.  Rebecca is currently working on gathering a team to discuss future curriculum ideas.  Purpose of this team is to have a representative from each department to continue to improve our directional goals in a shared discussion environment.  High School Proficiency Exams (HSPE) are comprehensive exams that measure the basic proficiency of high school students in reading and writing and serve as the states exit exams in those subjects.  These tests are scheduled for March and done in classrooms.   One to One Tech Pilot program where 85 students received laptop computers, received an email where a student’s dog destroyed one of the laptop computers. According to the agreement signed by parents any damages are of the student and parent responsibility.  Laptops are able to use wireless internet access printers and eventually replace textbooks.

2. Rummage Sale -  PTSA Rummage sale brought in $1,516.20 more than last year earning $1,456.31.

Founders Day Banquet is March 21st 6pm at the Kitsap Conference Center   Total cost for PTSA participation is $500.  Last year PTSA donated two auction baskets Gardening and Handyman.  This year’s theme “Date Night” dinner and movie basket.  “Him and Her” basket.  Cost to participate is $27 each for dinner and event monies due by March 3rd.

1. February Department Recognition – Special Ed dept.  March will be Foreign Language and Social Studies.  
2. Grant Proposal for Staff – PTSA proposes we offer 4 grants in the amounts of $200 to interested teachers or department which can assist or support them, providing further education in the classroom.   Each teacher interested in being awarded these funds is to complete a request form.  Forms will be handed out to the staff letting them know they have this opportunity to earn $200 in grant monies. Therefore any PTSA will need to buy items will lower fat/sugar content.  Barnes and Noble is promoting a Central Kitsap district wide bookfair.  Purchases made, request your school of choice and those funds will be distributed.    PTSA will donate 4 - $10 gift cards at the next CKPTSA meeting in April.
