Introductions- Announcements- Awards– As a Unit Olympic High School is now in good standing with the WA PTSA.    Andrea gave each of Oly’s PTSA Board Members made by her hand crafted Olympic High School necklaces. 
Principal’s Report  – Rebecca Johnson presented a PowerPoint which provided the new goals and expectations for the upcoming year.  Provided the comparisons of test scores of other schools and how we can approve upon this year and following.   How this year we will empower all teachers to reach those goals. Introduced new staff members and Teachers hired this year.  Discussed the demographic population and graduation rate.  Reminded Olympic High they were the recipient of the Washington Achievement Award-2012.  Olympic will have 9th graders join the High School next year. Treasurer’s Report –  
Starting balance $1454.70 of June 2013. Ending balance September 2013 $988.22.  Paid for tax exempt status $400 filing fee.  Concession supplies $660.00 other misc charges see Treasure report for details.  
Paul completed and filed the Application Form 1023 for recognition by the IRS for the Tax Exempt status under section 501(c)(3) of the Code.  Cost to file $400 which does not guarantee acceptance.   We will be appointed a case worker to go over the application for determination.  Paul will keep us posted on outcome.
